Introduction to the Gospel

The Answer:   That Jesus is everything.

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ity over everything Son of God.  What you need to know is that he is real, he is the truth, he is 
the way to eternal life. 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Who is Jesus?
Who is Jesus? Did you notice the question is in present tense?  Why, because Jesus is liv-

ing, he is not dead and is present today.  Jesus “IS” Christ our Lord, the creator and eternal 
Son of God, who was sinless, who loved us so much that he took the punishment that we de-
serve for our sin by dying on the cross, was buried, and rose from the dead.
